The 1AC Story
“Extending Cards”

Below are outlines of the evidence you read in your 1AC.  Each “card” (a piece of evidence in debate) and the plan of the 1AC is explained so that you can “extend” (use or reference again in another speech) them to make arguments in your other speeches.  If you ever get lost and aren’t sure what to talk about in a speech, you can always look at this list and explain the argument that the author is making.  Use your own words, personal stories, and things you’ve learned this week at camp to describe these points even further!

1. WILEY 2006 - Debates over energy don’t take race into consideration.  This means that communities of color become invisible because no one cares about them.  This leads to oppression, where people of color are treated unfairly, and environmental dangers for these people.
2. BULLARD 2005 – More people of color are affected by toxic sites than white people.  We have to stop pretending like racism doesn’t exist and recognize what’s up.

3. BULLARD 2008 – Environmental racism (another term for the way people of color) are more hurt by pollution than white people) is seen very clearly in “brownfields” (businesses or factories that have left behind toxins).  Brownfields increase environmental risks, decrease the quality of the city, and prove that racism still exists.

4. BULLARD 2002 – Environmental racism hurts people of color, both here and around the world.  If we are ever going to challenge racism, white privilege, and colonialism (when Europe came and stole everyone’s land), we have to talk about environmental racism in places like debate.

5. THE PLAN: The United States Federal Government should give tax credits (which let companies pay less money on their taxes which saves them lots of money) to people and companies who choose to clean up brownfields and turn them into “brightfields” (buildings that produce alternative energy like wind power, hydropower (water power), and solar power (power from the sun).

6. MOSKAL 2003 – Brightfields are the best way to fix up old brownfields like those in our communities.  They make our city look better, create more jobs, and help us stop pollution by creating new, environmentally friendly types of energy.

7. BJELLAND 2005 – If we create a movement to fix up brownfields, we can show our neighborhoods and the rest of the world that racism does still exist, and that we can do something to fight it.  We can also turn polluted, unhealthy areas into clean, livable neighborhoods.

8. BRYANT 1995 – Right now, the world is not looking too good.  Pollution could lead to the end of the earth and kill us all.  This means we have to do something about it soon. Environmental justice (standing up against environmental racism) is something we all have to do if we are going to save the planet and stop racism.  The plan may be something we’re afraid to do, but we have to take risks and try new things if we are ever going to start changing the world.
